The Johns Hopkins Men's and Women's varsity crew teams enjoyed strong sea ons in 2004-2005. The fa ll season, 
characteri zed by 5 km races, was highlighted by a few key regattas . In October, the Women's Varsity 4+ and Men's Vars ity 8+ 

competed at the Head of the Charles Regatta in Boston, the largest regatta in the world . The crews put on strong showings 
de pite the frigid temperatures and unavoidable collisions. The next week, the team trave led to Philadelphia to compete at the 

Head of the Schuylkill regatta. The Women's Novice 4+ raced to 3rd place of 16, wh il e the Men 's Varsity 8+ finished 15th out 
of37 de pite running into problems on the course. The Men ' s team peaked in the last race of the fall season at the Head of the 
Occoquan in Virginia. The Varsity 8+ won the sil ver medal , a did the Varsity Heavyweight Double. Hopkins also won the 
gold and bronze in the Men's Varsity Single (John Cutright) and ovice Single (Teddy Drivas) respectively, while the Men ' s 

Novice 8+ came in 5th of 19. 
DThe winter months are always the most grueling for rowers a they hi t the rowing machines and weight room in preparation for 
the upcom ing spring sprint season . Hopkins participated in one indoor regatta , where competitors race each other to 2000m on 

rowing machines. Hopkin dominated the competition , taking 1st and 3rd in the Men ' s Heavyweight division (Pete Sargent 
and Wesley Fredericks), lst and 2nd in the Men' s Lightweight division (Matthew Hart and Lukasz Bugaj), 2nd in the Women's 

Lightweight division (Laura DeMare), as well as 2nd and 3rd in the coxswain division (Alfred See and Clifford Lok) . 
DThe spring season, where races are 2000m sprints, was marred by bad weather and bad luck. Despite this, the Men ' s and 

Women ' s crews brought the Casperson Cup back to Hopkins after defeating Washington College and St. John ' s College in the 
second regatta of the season. A few weeks later, the Men also won the Atlantic Collegiate League Sprints overall team trophy, 

beating out perennial powerhouses RIT and Ithaca College. This regatta featured 1st place fini shes by Hopkins' Men's and 
Women's Varsity Pairs, the Men's Varsity Heavyweight 4+, and the Women's Novice 4+. The following week, the team took 

overall first place again in the Mother-Son regatta at Washington College, beating out Mary Washington University and 
Washington Col lege. Hopkins boats won gold in the Women's Varsity 4+, the Women's Novice 8+, the Women's ovice 4+, 

the Men's ovice 4+, the Men 's ovice 8+, and the Men 's Varsity 8+. The season ended with two championship regattas. The 
first, the Mid-Atlantic Collegiate Championships, featured a 1st place fini sh by the Men's Vars ity Pair and a 2nd place finish by 
the Men' ovice 8+. The following week at Dad Vai l' s, the final and most important regatta of the entire year, both of the e 

boats advanced from heats to semi-final , but barely missed quali fy ing for the grand finals in their respective events. 
DAt the end of the season, the crew team was sad to see its seniors leave. However, both the men's and women's teams are 

relatively you ng - on ly one rising senior returns to the Men 's team, while only four return to the Women's. All are excited for 
what should be an extremely successful next couple of years.

Centennial Conference Champion title. With the leadership of seniors Chrissie Terpeluk and 
Anna Rehwinkel, co-captains, and Jen Rolston, and Kate Rydstrom, the team finished 3-7 in the 
conference and 6-12 overall. The season ended with a 1-0 loss to Ursinus. Next year's team has 
hopes to fare even better under the leadership and experience of players such as junior Meighan 
Roose, who was named to the ESPN The Magazine Academic All-District team for the District II 
Women's At-Large Division abd earned a spot on the second team.

The offensive side of the ball was lead by senior 
offensive lineman Mike Speer, Bill Carpluk and 
2 time All- American Matt Weeks, who paved 
the way for Hopkins all-time leading rusher 
Adam Cook.

The 2005 eason was nothing out of the ordinary for the Blue Jays 
men's occer team, a they conti nued to impress the league while 
breaking many of the school' records. U nder coach Matt Smith, 
Hopkins climbed to a 17-1-2 record and advanced to the third round of 
the CAA Tournament. Thi year's Blue Jays wi ll now be 
remembered as the team with the highest w inning percentage in school 
hi story (.900), the least number of losses, the longest winning streak of 
nineteen games, an unbeaten streak of twenty-two games, and sta rted 
off the year with a program best 16-0 record. That success was built 
upon defense, and the Blue Jays defense was impeccable. In nineteen 
games, the Blue Jays onl y a llowed six goa ls, winning eight l-0 
deci ions and never a llowed more than one goa l in any sing le contest. 
The Blue Jay made their defensive presence known finishing second 
in the nation in goa ls aga in t average with a 0.30 average which was 
good for the eighth be tall-time GAA ever in CAA Divis ion III . 
This year's club also hutout oppos ing teams fo urteen times which tied 
the school record , and their shutout percentage of 0.70 was third best in 
the nation and second best ever in schoo l hi story.

After a season opening lo , the Lady Blue Jays' soccer team under head coach Leo Weil, rebounded quite 
nicely and fou nd themselves in the playoffs for the eighth consecutive season. The 2004 team marched towards 
the final games of both the Centennial Conference Championships as well as the ECAC South Tournament and 
fini hed the year with the econd most number of win in schoo l history a they built a 16-5-1 record. Even 
though the Blue Jay were unable to capture either title, the season was a great success both for the team, and 
for many individual , as several women were awarded honors. Sophomore Lindsey Kimura was named a First 
Team All-Mid-Atlantic selection for her excellent defensive work. Additionally, she was recognized for her 
academic record and was named to the Second Team of CoSlDA's Di trict II Academic All-American team. 
Kimura was part of a great team defen e that completed ten shutouts and were able to only allow two or less 
goals in all but four of their games. Kathleen Turley was named to the econd team of the NSCAA 
All-Mid-Atlantic team as a midfielder as well as to the First Team All-Centennial team. Meg Mcintosh and 
Je i McKenzie were both named to the Centennial Conference 's Second Team, as Mclnto h lead the Blue Jay 
in goal and point ( I 0 and 22 re pectively), and McKenzie finished the year with 19, a very respectable number 
for a defender. Finally, Jenn Sciarpelletti was awarded an honorable mention as a defender.

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After a Centennial Conference final appearance last year followed by losing over half of the team's offense, the 
Hopkin volleyball team entered the year with many question mark . However, the upperclassmen provided the 
leader hip and experience the underclassmen needed to form a team that would find its way back to their second 
consecutitive Centennial Conference final appearance. This year's squad worked their way towards an 18-10 record , 
which included an amazing eleven game winning streak that began with three Centennial Conference shutout victories. 
After winning their final ten regular season matches, the Blue Jays entered the Centennial Conference tournament as the 
number three seed.

The Blue Jays Water Polo team completed the 2004 season at number three in the Division III National Collegiate 
Top 10 Poll and at number eight in the CWPA Top 10 Poll . They finished the season with an 18-16 overall record 
and two fifth place finishes at both the Southern Championship and the ECAC Championship. Despite those fifth 

place pots, the Blue Jays won the Division III Eastern Championship with a 4-0 record, beating Penn State 
Behrend, Connecticult College, Washington and Jefferson, and MIT. This year' s team was under the leadership of 
senior Brian Mead . Mead was named the 2004 Division III P layer of the Year and is the all time leading scorer in 

Johns Hopkins history. In this year alone, Mead scored 100 goals , the last goal coming in the final game of the 
season .

Financial Field in Philadelphia and 43rd overall national champion hip. After a 9-8 overtime victory against Virginia in the 
emi-finals, the Blue Jay came back and beat Duke in the CAA final game with a victory of the ame score. The undefeated 
ea on by the 2005 Blue Jays was only the third time that the Blue Jays have accomplished that feat since 1971 , when the 
CAA Tournament made its debut and was the ninth perfect season by a Blue Jays team since its fonnation in 1883. 

The Blue Jays set a school record for 15 wins when they beat Virginia in the semifinals and then re et that record at 16 when 
they beat Duke in the final. Hopkins became only the second team to win the NCAA Championship after completing a perfect 
season ince 1971 and just the third team to finish with a 16-0 record and win the CAA Championship title. 

Coach Dave Pietramala finally completed the task he has set out to accomplish since his fir t year as head coach . He is tied 
as the third-fastest coach to reach 60 wins in JHU history. Pietramala now owns an overall 63-10 record at Hopkins (.863) . 
Many Blue Jays were awarded individual honors as well. Midfielder Kyle Harrison, who led the team in goal (24), assists 
(20) , points (44), and ground balls (67) was presented with the 2005 Tewaaraton Trophy as the country's top player, earned Fir t 
Team STXIUSILA All-America honor , was named to the CAA All-Tournament Team, and was also chosen to represent the 
country at the 2006 International Lacrosse Federation World Championship. 

Five seniors were selected in the Major League Lacrosse draft; Kyle Harrison, Benson Erwin, Kyle Barrie, Tom Garvey, and 
Matt Rewkowski. Chris Watson and Peter LeSueur were both named to the ESPN The Magazine District TI Academic 
All-America At-Large Team.

Far 
from imply rebuilding, the team thrived on the combination of the team 's new energy and senior co-captain Justin Belisario ' 
leadership and experience. After training in Miami during spring break, they posted a 13-2 overall record and went 8-0 in our 
conference, and captured the first ever Centennial Conference Championship in JHU Men's Tennis history. The highlight of the 
season was defeating Washington College, a team that had gone undefeated in the conference for twenty years.
